Dr Angus Lockyer was educated in the UK and the US and received his PhD in History from Stanford University in 2000. He is currently Lecturer in the History of Japan and Chair of the Japan Research Centre at SOAS, University of London, where he teaches courses in Japanese, East Asian and world history. His research focuses broadly on the relationships between representation, practice and political economy in the modern world. Current projects include the Japanese histories of the 1870s, 1930s, cities, exhibitions, and golf. Recent articles include: ‘Expo Fascism? Ideology, Representation, Economy’ (2009); ‘National Museums and Other Cultures in Modern Japan’ (2008); and ‘The Logic of Spectacle, c.1970’ (2007). He has served on the editorial team of Japan Forum since 2006 and became Senior Editor in 2009.

Wilhelm Vosse (International Christian University, Tokyo)

Wilhelm Vosse is Senior Associate Professor of Political Science and International Relations at the International Christian University, Tokyo. He is Director of the ICU Social Science Research Institute. Wilhelm studied political science at the University of Hanover, Germany and the London School of Economics, UK. He received his Ph.D. in political science from the University of Hanover. At ICU, Vosse teaches courses in comparative politics, international relations, foreign policy analysis, and peace and security studies. His current research focuses on the influence of domestic factors on foreign and security policy in Japan and Germany. He is the author of numerous articles and book chapters on civil society and social movements in Japan and Germany as well as on Japanese foreign and security policy. Vosse has been a member of the editorial board of Japan Aktuell. Journal of Current Japanese Affairs, Hamburg (2006 – 2008), is a book reviewer for Palgrave Publishers, New York (2007 – present), a reviewer for Japan Forum (Official journal of the British Association for Japanese Studies), Routledge (2009 – present), and editor of the Journal of Social Science, ICU, (2008 – present).

Verena Blechinger-Talcott (Berlin Free University)

Verena Blechinger-Talcott is Professor of Japanese Politics and Political Economy at Berlin Free University. She is the author of Political Corruption in Japan (in German, 1998), and edited volumes on Japan’s relations with East Asia (1998, 2000), governance in Japan (2006), and US-Japan relations in comparison (2007). Her research focuses on the role of private actors in Japanese politics and international relations as well as on Japanese politics and political economy in comparative perspective. Currently, Blechinger-Talcott is working on a new project on the political economy of corporate social responsibility in Japan. She serves as regular reviewer of book and journal manuscripts for journals in Japanese studies and the social sciences and is a member of the editorial advisory board of the journals Pacific Affairs and Asien. In the past, she served as a member of the editorial board of Social Science Japan Journal (2000-2002) and as a member of the editorial board of Japan Aktuell. Journal of Current Japanese Affairs (2006-2008).  
Sabine Frühstück (University of California, Santa Barbara)

Sabine Frühstück is Professor of Modern Japanese Cultural Studies at the University of California, Santa Barbara. She is the author of Colonizing Sex: Sexology and Social Control in Modern Japan (2003), Uneasy Warriors: Gender, Memory and Popular Culture in the Japanese Army (2007), and edited volumes on leisure (1998), sexuality (1999), and masculinity (forthcoming) in Japan. Currently, Frühstück is completing Playing War: The Militarization of Childhood in the Twentieth Century. She serves as regular reviewer of book and journal manuscripts submitted to a wide range of journals and is an associate of the e-journal Asia Pacific Journal: Japan Focus as well as a member of the advisory board of the Journal of Japanese Studies.
